What is Survey?

· This course will start you out by getting to know some of the basics in ceramics – Hand Building, Sculpture and Wheel Throwing.   We will discuss terminology, tools, clay preparation and glazing.  I will show a PowerPoint, demo and show examples that I or other students have made.

• Be quiet while I am talking and/or giving demonstrations!

· Everyone will have their own place to keep their clay and projects.  Be sure to keep your things on your shelf.  If you need more room see me and we will work it out.

· Before you begin working in clay you must complete several sketches. These sketches WILL BE GRADED and I must see them before you start work on your project.  This will allow me to double check your ideas to ensure you meet the requirements and discuss building techniques. 

· During the course of the semester there will also be quizzes.  You will be given plenty of notice and a study guide to prepare.  At anytime during the semester there is the possibility of dq’s.

·   If you are absent, it is your responsibility to find out what you missed.  You will have extra time to make up your work. 

· You will receive a possible 4 point PREP (preparation, respect, effort, participation) grade every day.  I will total the points every day 6 for a possible 24 points.  You will lose points if you are late, being off-task, being disruptive, throw clay, etc)
