1. Begin with sketches

2. Make a paper pattern

3. get clay and wedge

4. roll clay on board with roller and slats

5. take patterns and cut out with felting knife

6. Allow clay pieces to dry flat to leatherhard

7. once leatherhard, slip and score together

8. Add coils into all the corners for added support

9. Allow to dry SLOWLY – till it is bone dry

10. Once completely dry then it will be bisqued fired

11. once bisqued fired it needs to be glazed and re-fired

12. it is now finished!
